"INTRODUCTION
'Busura is a community within Marakissa circuit in Marakissa Ward of Kombo central, western Region.
“The village is about 12 (twelve) kilometers (km) from Brikama, the Regional and District headquarters,
4 (four) Kilometers (km) from the key village and nearest health facility and about 3 (three) kilometers
from Cassamance.
The Village is pronominally inhabited by Jolas, Mandinkas, Fulas, Sereres and Manjagoes.
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To make Reproductive Health Service RCH more accessible and acceptable with adequate privacy.
OBJECTIVES
%+ To constiuct a standard heaith post for RCH services
¢ To establish privacy for services delivery
¢ To reduce the long hours of standing by pregnant and nursing women
JUSTIFICATION
The outreach reproductive health services are delivered by Brikama health centre Reproductive and
Child Health Unit. The services are attended by six villages namely Busura, Jalanbantang, Penyem,
Seyomi, Dimbaya and Bajiran.

The present premises used are nursery and skills center owned by the village. Classrooms are used for
the services which distracts lesson of especially the skills center.

Initially the alienated consultation is doné in the first aid room which is demolished and now a
classroom is used.

Weighing of children and immunization is done under a mango and an orange tree respectively.
Consultation, counseling and registration are done in the second class room. This single space for the
above makes it extremely difficult to be able to counsel mother for VCT on HIV/Aids, family planning

and even getting accurate history from clients.

In addition, there is not adequate shading for women especially during the rainy season. During the dry
season women remain under the sun with their babies on their backs waiting to be attended to.

Further more, the nursery school children are distracted because of the noise from the clinic and
curiosity of events

For this particular one, for any
new registration a contribution of ten (10) dalasis would be paid.

The money would be saved in an account with three (3) trustees. The trustees would be from the
committee to be set from the six villages who would be responsible of the day to day running of the
facility.

STRUCTURE TYPE

The structure should be able to house a palpation room. Immunization room, consultation room,
registration room, village health worker treatment room and a traditional birth attendant delivery room.

In addition is a waiting shed, a toilet and bathroom attached to the delivery room and two external toilets
for public use.

The waiting shed will house sitting slabs, a weigh table.
